DOT Special Permit Renewal
Three new requirements to be imposed
I Copies of the Authorization and the
Special Permit must be carried in the

same manner as hazardous materials bills
of lading (in easy reach of driver)

I Conveyance must be marked on four
si des with nNnRADI OACTI

I Special permit will be altered to show the
state official as the Grantee.
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jL I Special permit already requires papers be
carried on seat near driver. Compliance
will not cause significant change.

I Non-specification marking of conveyance
may cause confusion to first responders,
who cannot locate term in Emergency
Response Guide.

I Most shipments under special permits
contain DOT exempt quantities of NORM
and are not subject to regulation as
hazardous materials.
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Renewal Implications
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I Responsiblilities and liabilities of Grantees
are not defined.

I WIill DOT hold state officials accountable
for violations should they occur?

I Newly proposed special permitting
policies will require closer scrutiny (fithess
evaluations) of applicants for special
permits. Will state officials acting /n loco
DOT be required to perform fithess
evaluations of transporters?
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I A number of state programs do not have
large staffs. Any increase in demands on
thelr I nspectorso tir
voluntary programs being curtailed.

I Going back to long delays in transport
resulting from loss of state assistance
could create a significant financial burden
on larger companies and potentially put
smaller ones out-of-business.

I The scrap steel industry is also aware of the
proposed changes will respond from its
perspective.
